2 examples: actual or implied texture

	5. Form
	3D and can be viewed from multiple angles; has volume and takes up space

	6. Color
	How we see light reflecting off a surface

	7. Space
	The area between, around or within objects

	8. Assemblage
	A work of art made by grouping found objects

	9. Abstract
	Art that has little or no reference to real people, places or things

	10. Representational
	Art that shows something real or represents something

	11.  Positive Space
	The space an object takes up

	12.  Negative Space
	The space around an object

	13.  Variety
	Many different things: colors, lines, shapes, textures…

	14.  Coil
	Arrange or wind something long in a joined sequence of concentric circles or rings

	15.  Identity
	The fact of being who or what a person or thing is

	16.  Human rights
	Rights that are believed to belong to every person

	17.  Emphasis
	Something stands out in your design; focus on something important

	18.  Re-purpose
	Adapt for use in a different purpose

	19.  Design
	Decide upon the look and function of something;  plan something with a specific purpose

	20.  Creativity
	Recombining existing elements in new & unique ways 

	21.  Relief Sculpture
	The sculpted material is raised from a solid background

	22.  Surrealism
	Art movement where artists expressed dreams and fantasy (unconscious mind)

	23. Monumental Sculpture
	Resembling a monument; massive or imposing sculpture

	24. Pop Art
	Art movement inspired by popular & advertising culture
