Elements of Art

	1.  Expressive Line Drawing
Final: Trace objects and use different lines in the negative space. (different sizes of sharpies)

	Element of Art

Line
What importance do lines play in our lives?
Photograms- look at examples and create with nature paper
Principle- Variety
Why do we like variation?
Line practice
Final- trace objects and fill negative space with a variety of lines



	2.  Word Art
Final: Create an artwork showing a specific theme based on a word or words.  (use markers, shapes and lines to create letters and design)

Shape
What is important to us?
Research artists who use type or words
How can we be creative with words?
Brainstorm themes- abstract words or ideas
Letter/Type drawing practice (shapes)
Make a big drawing of one of your initials and creatively add whole name




	3.  Textured Animal
Final: Use real or implied texture to create an animal artwork. (can be a close-up, partial view or full view of animal) (real texture with sand, beans… or implied)

Texture
What importance do animals have in our lives?
Texture Intro & Practice- Actual & Implied texture
Research an animal you love (can be sea life or insect as well)
Print out some images that show the texture
Crop animal image and enlarge with a grid

Experiment with materials to choose actual or implied texture for animal drawing




	4.  Cubist Still-life
Final: Cubist still-life collage

Big Idea: People have different perspectives about the world we live in.

Learning Activities

Color
How can we show the world from a different perspective?
Look at still-life’s throughout history- realistic to modern
What can we learn from other artists?
Discuss Cubism and look at artists: Picasso, Gris, Braque
How can we show ingenuity?
Cubism Investigation- use Internet (30 points)
Drawing practice- set up a still-life with musical instruments & other things- move around still-life and draw quickly- thumbnails

Artist style choice wkst- choose image and artist for inspiration

Practice style in sketchbook

Combine personal objects with still-life to make it more meaningful

Color intro- Mix to make own color wheel and value scale using 1 color (monochromatic)




	5.  Flower Watercolor Painting
Final: Georgia O’Keefe inspired flower close-up (watercolor)

Learning Activities

Value & Space
How does nature inspire us?
Find images of flowers and print off- look at artwork by Georgia O’Keefe (close-ups)
(composition)
Practice drawing whole flowers, crop with viewfinder, enlarge drawing using a grid
Create a monochromatic value scale with watercolor, acrylic and magazine pages
Paint large close-up of flower on watercolor paper using value




	6.  3D Monster
Final: Clay monster sculpture

	Element of Art

Learning Activities

Form
Why is our imagination important?
Look at book, Where the Wild Things Are and look at movie clips from Monsters vs Aliens
How do your memories affect the present?
Practice building pinch pots and attaching them together
Monster practice drawings – use monster design handout
Choose design for monster sculpture and practice with clay- build a monster with clay

Glazing color ideas in sketchbook- Glaze!




Principles of Design

-Introduction: Principles of Design Worksheet- make sketches using lines, shapes and color

-Paper art- cut paper and glue to show each of the 6 principles of design

-Draw your name in 6 different ways using the principles of design (extra if done early)

	7.  Water Reflection Artwork
Final: Water reflection drawing or painting

	Principle of Design

Essential Questions

Learning Activities

Balance
Where can we find balance in nature?
Intro to Balance- Symmetrical, asymmetrical, radial (worksheet)
Look at images of balance in nature- look at reflections on water
Choose a water reflection for your painting
Experiment with brayers to create a reflection- balance/ practice with paint, chalk or oil pastels




	8.  3D Paper Sculpture or Batik
Final: Celebration Concertina (3D paper sculpture) or Batik

	Principle of Design

Essential Questions

Learning Activities

Repetition
Where can we find repetition?
Take photos of repetition- in classroom, around school, at home- share with class
For concertina- follow instructions on wkst

Or try other paper art with repetition- origami lamp, book sculpture…- have students find something with paper and repetition they want to try (look on computer folder)
For batik- PPT intro, look at designs, create design, practice with hot wax, cloth and dying, create large batik cloth (for scarf, pillow…?)



	9.  Pastel Fresco or Candy Painting
Final: Pastel Fresco Secco or Pop Art Candy Painting

	Principle of Design

Essential Questions

Learning Activities

Emphasis
How has the way we paint changed over time?
View ancient frescos from Egypt, Greece and Italy (Michelangelo, Leonardo Da Vinci) and modern frescos by Diego Rivera & Thomas Hart Benton (look at hand-out in folder)

Video- Sistine Chapel & Michelangelo: https://www.khanacademy.org/humanities/renaissance-reformation/high-ren-florence-rome/michelangelo/v/michelangelo-ceiling-of-the-sistine-chapel-1508-12
What can we learn from the old masters?
Create fresco with plaster and burlap- choose a design to draw- still life’s, portraits, traditional topics will work best with this
What is popular to you now?
Pop Artist Research- look at different pop artists
Study real candy pieces for inspiration- Pop art lesson plan- practice some thumbnails then draw on 12 x 12 paper




	10.  Personal Symbols Print  

Through art-making, people make meaning.

Culture influences our identity & expression.

Final: Culture/Identity Prints

	Principle of Design

Essential Questions

Learning Activities

Contrast
How are cultures different?

Discuss Identity- What shapes your identity? Create a Visual autobiography- oil pastels, chalk, markers…
What parts of culture shape your identity?

Discuss Culture- What is it?  Look at 2 artists: Frida Kahlo & Elizabeth Catlett- artist investigation wkst
How does our culture affect the way we experience life?

Culture investigation- choose any culture and find symbols that could represent that culture- print them out and design a simple sketch to represent that culture
Value (element)
Value discussion (hatching, cross-hatching)- different mark-making to make relief print- Discuss contrast-demo carving and making a print- draw and carve into foam or linoleum piece & print

Demo unique prints- different papers, collage, mixed colors, gradation with ink…

Print 2 edition and 2 unique prints/ matte

Explore your own culture and identity- final print idea wkst- brainstorm ideas and look up images

(Composition)
Discuss composition/ layout- layering, students sketch ideas for final print

Choose idea and make a value drawing- transfer design to foam or linoleum and carve

Carve and print final idea- 2 edition, 2 unique prints to be graded

	11.  Paper Art
Variation is all around us and makes life more interesting.  
Final: Paper Sculpture or Collage 

	Principle of Design

Essential Questions

Learning Activities

Variety
Why isn’t everything the same?
Patchwork tree- collaboration artwork- each student gets a part and colors or designs it in a different style 
Where can we find variation?
Discuss and research places we find variation- have students find a great image to represent variation and share with class
How does variety add interest to our lives?
Research paper artists: Jen Stark and Yulio Brodskaya- how do they use variation with paper?
Create thumbnail sketches of possible paper sculptures and choose one to create

Plan paper needed and experiment with manipulating paper in a variety of ways

Another option: look at Japanese paper art- create a collage using special papers to show variety




	12.  Artwork with Movement
Final: Pen/Marker drawing (object, bird or insect in motion)/ or Keith Haring Inspired Art…

	Principle of Design

Essential Questions

Learning Activities

Rhythm/Movement
What other areas of life do we encounter rhythm or movement?
Brainstorm things that have movement or rhythm- find images to represent some that student is interested in
Choose a subject matter for drawing- make some thumbnail sketches to show movement
Enlarge drawing and use pen/markers to create movement
Another option- Look at art by Keith Haring and create rhythm with silhouettes, color and lines




	13.  Mixed Media Surrealist Artwork 
Universal themes & meaning- mixed media

Art addresses universal themes of human existence.

There are many layers of meaning between our own thoughts and the outside world.

Final: Rene Magritte Surrealism inspired artwork

Investigation Poster- Task 1 (themes & meaning) with writing showing Worldview & Biblical view
Share posters, peer assess
Surrealism Inquiry- Dada & Surrealism/ Rene Magritte- images and writing matching (I am the Walrus song..)
Lovers artwork by Rene Magritte- Critical Response protocol: describe, remind, feel, question, speculate- Video: Moma- “The Lovers” http://www.moma.org/explore/multimedia/audios/15/747
Rene Magritte Investigation- 30 points- Task 2
Practice drawing/coloring to make something look real- fruit & vegetables- different art media
Introduce final- Task 3- Discuss significant concept- combining meaning, realism, surprise…- Sketch ideas

Look at other student examples- Create final mixed media artwork showing meaning of word in surprising way
