Composition
-Do contour line drawings of objects in art room (20 drawings)
Juxtapose
-Cut drawings out (leave ¼” edge) and arrange on 18 x 24” paper into a fantasy drawing with one object as primary focal point
-Tape drawings down and take to window to trace the composition

-use India ink or fine pen to go over traced lines- thick, thin, cross-hatched, scratchy, hard, or soft…

-Color with oil pastels (flat color or blending)

Connect past and present- celebrities

-Look at different types of cards and card designs (traditional)
Balance
-Look at Shepard Fairey’s 2008 “Hope” poster- Obama- pop art representation of celebrity/ look at “OBEY” series
Pop Art
-Andy Warhol- celebrity pop art
-connect past celebrities- royal person of medieval times- noble- with present celebrities

-Compare 21st century American culture with medieval Europe

-Select royal face card and celebrity to combine in a pencil layout (8 x 10” rectangle)- divided with a diagonal

-Use common royal portraits but change the design- shade black areas

-3.5 inch circle with portrait of contemporary celebrity

-Transfer drawing to scratchboard and then scratch out white areas

Creative background with portrait drawing on top (spray paint, watercolor, printing)…
