Intro- Drawing Vocabulary Paper and Line Activity

Learning Activities: -Discuss line and create lines using all kinds of art media (charcoal, pencil, India ink, pastels, sticks, markers)

-Expressive Line Exercise- make as many types of lines as you can on your paper (fill it)

	1.  Contour Line Drawings


	Vocab
Learning Activities

Draw
-Blind contour drawing- hand, shoe, still-life objects (disk around pencil if needed- paper plate..?)
Drawing
-Contour drawing- objects, tools, instruments (lines and angles of parts of objects- use pencil for sighting)
Contour Line Drawing
-Draw with marker, on different surfaces & papers, instruments on music paper…?
-Outside- parts of cars, mopeds…



	2.  Ellipses & Boxes


	Vocab
Learning Activities

Ellipse
-Practice drawing ellipses rotating through space- 

Cylinders, bottles, vases, Styrofoam cups- (the circle in perspective)
Foreshortening
-Boxes- sight lines and angles (draw many boxes stacked on top of each other)- darker lines closer to you and lighter farther away
-Look at artist- Janet Fish- try a vase/bottle/glass using her style and colored pencils or watercolor pencils



	3.  Still- Life Composition


	Vocab
Learning Activities

Organizational Line Drawing
-Have each student set up a small still-life with a few objects (can have students bring in 3-4 objects)
Composition
-Practice making an organizational line drawing- light sketch- sighting angles and relationship of one object to another- Make a detailed drawing of the simple still-life
Still-life
-Set-up a large still life with class (music instruments, vases, random objects, fabric or cloth…)
Viewfinder
-Make a viewfinder and draw thumbnails from different view of the still-life
Thumbnail sketches

-Choose one view and make a larger organizational line drawing- think about composition, angles and how objects are related to one another- use pencil for sighting angles
Subject Matter

-Add details and controlled contour lines to drawing- make lines closer to you darker and lines farther away lighter (line weight to show space and depth)

Linear Perspective
-1 Point Perspective worksheet and practice
Horizon Line
-Hallway drawing using 1 point perspective

	5.  Light and Value- Forms & Shading


	Vocab
Learning Activities

Value
-Discuss value and shading to create 3D forms
Shading
-Shading worksheet (highlights, core shadow…)
Form
-Practice shading forms with pencil- spheres, cylinders, boxes, Styrofoam heads (use blending stump/fingers)
-Practice shading forms with charcoal or chalk

-Shoe drawing- bring in special or unique shoes and create a background- draw shoes with value over background 




	6.  Value Drawing


	Vocab
Learning Activities

Hatching
-Create different value scales (hatching, cross-hatching, blending, stippling, random marks)
Cross-hatching
-Look at book, Where the Wild Things Are (hatching and texture to show value)
Stippling
-Practice drawing simple objects with different value techniques
-Choose an art or music object- divide paper into 3 sections- draw object and then use 4 different value techniques in the separate parts (scissors, pencils, instrument….. possibly other object student brings)




	7.  Charcoal


	Vocab
Learning Activities

Subject Matter
-Demo and modeling to show how to use charcoal- finger blending or blending stump
Medium
-Fabric still-life (striped or patterned fabric draped on boxes)
Support
-Multiple view of one object (key example)- Repetition & Variation
-Animal face in charcoal (large paper)




	8.  Pastel- Oil and Chalk


	Vocab
Learning Activities

Medium
-Practice oil pastel techniques (worksheet)- use different colored papers too
-Fruit & veggies- practice with chalk and oil pastels- small examples
-Fruit or veggies on different papers (tomato example)
-Colored vases or bottles- look at artist Janet Fish
-Enlarging a flower composition- look at artist Georgia O’Keefe- large close-up of flower using chalk or oil pastels




	9.  Scratchboard


	Vocab
Learning Activities

Support
-Look at examples of scratchboard- contrast in value (black & white)
Hatching
-Practice making marks on scratchboard: hatching, cross-hatching…- make an abstract example of practice
Cross-hatching
-Choose animal with texture for final scratchboard design



	10.  Architecture


	Vocab
Learning Activities

Architecture
-Research architecture from different time periods and cultures (London, Paris, China, Dubai, Russia, India…)
-Choose a building to make a drawing reproduction
-Draw architectural building using contour lines or contour lines with some value



	11.  Bodies- Gesture drawing & Proportion


	Vocab
Learning Activities

Gesture drawing
-Discuss gesture drawing and make quick drawings of classmates (2-3 minutes)
Proportion
-Go to the gym and capture movement- quick gesture drawings (use multiple media: charcoal, pencil, chalk..)
-Gesture drawing on large paper- multiple examples from the beginning of class for 1 week- 3, 3 minute sketches in different poses and with different media each day for the week (on same paper) (try with washes and ink as well)
-Practice drawing the human body with correct proportions (wkst)

-Use wood body model sculptures to draw body in different poses

-Focus on a part of the wood sculpture body pose and draw on brown paper using colored pastels and value




	12.  Portraits and Facial Features

Learning Activities

Portrait
-Practice facial features together (eyes, nose, mouth, ears….)
Proportion
-Practice front view portrait drawing and side view profile drawing together (worksheet)- correct proportions
-Choose a portrait of a famous person and draw using pencil value



	13.  Social Issues Drawing- Final
Bringing Awareness to Social Issues.

	Vocab
Learning Activities

Creativity
-Discuss Social Issues in the world- Essential Questions
Design
-Explore and look at videos about different social issues
-Look at artists who create art showing social issues: Ben Shahn, James Nachtway, Lee Rainboth….
-Choose an issue to investigate with writing and images

-Make sketches of drawing ideas to bring awareness to the issue

-Practice using different materials to create artwork

-Choose materials and size of artwork for final-
